Subject: Preventative Services Initiative 
Statement of Purpose:  To actively screen, educate and counsel all patients on preventive care and health behaviors.
Policy Guidelines and Procedures:

9.0 Preventative Services
Include Step by step process (see below) in this section with timeframes:

· (9.1) Primary prevention program is in place to identify and educate patients on personal health behaviors that may contribute to disease or injury. (PCP Required) Specialist Guidelines - Applicable ONLY TO co-managing specialty providers (Cardiology, Pulmonology, Endocrinology, Nephrology, Oncology and OB/Gyn)
· (9.2) Preventative Care Guidelines are in place to provide preventive services. (PCP Required)  Specialist Guidelines: a. Preventive care guidelines are integrated into clinical practice (e.g., Michigan Quality Improvement Consortium - www.mqic.org)
· (9.3) Strategies are in place to promote and conduct outreach regarding ongoing well care visits and screenings for all patient populations.
· (9.4) A process is in place to inquire about patients’ outside health encounters and updates information in patients’ medical record. 
· (9.5) A systematic approach is in place to ensure tobacco use is identified/documented and advice provided for smoking cessation. To include Vaping and Hookah pipes. Must be an ongoing assessment
· (9.6) Written standing orders are in place to deliver preventive services according to physician approved protocol and without examination by the clinician.  
· (9.7) A Secondary prevention program to identify and treat asymptomatic patients who have risk factors or preclinical disease but no clinical disease is yet apparent or Tertiary prevention to prevent worsening of clinical condition already established. – how are these concerns addressed with patients?
· (9.8) Staff receive regular training, communications and updates in health promotion and disease prevention and incorporates these preventive practices into office operations. 
· (9.9) Planned Visits are offered for health maintenance exams which include preventive services for which the staff and patients are prepared in advance of the date of visit. 
· (9.10) Systematic approach to screen for Adult Behavioral Health Disorders (substance use, depression, anxiety) for all patients.
· (9.11)  Systematic approach to screen for Pediatric Behavioral Health Disorders (autism, eating disorders, suicide) for all patients.
· (9.12)  Process is in place to screen for lung cancer for all patients age 50-80 who are at high risk for lung cancer (see IG for risk factors)

· (9.13)  Process is in place to screen patients for reducing the risk of falling and for monitoring physical activity (see IG for risk factors)

· (9.14)  Process is in place to screen all patients to identify those with bladder control issues (see IG for needed documentation)
· New (9.15)  process is in place to screen adult patients for cardiovascular disease (CVD) risk using evidence-based guidelines   [Applicable to PCPs only]
· New (9.16)  Secondary prevention program is in place to identify and screen symptomatic adult patients who are at risk for developing Chronic Obstructive Pulmonary Disease (COPD) [Applicable to Family Medicine and Internal Medicine practices only] 
· New (9.17) Process is in place to screen patient’s caregivers for post-partum depression at well child visits in the first month of life and at the 2-month, 4 month and 6-month visits [Applicable to family and pediatric practices only] 
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
