3.0 Performance Reporting

· (3.1) Performance Reports that allow tracking and comparison of results at specific point in time across the population of patients are generated for Diabetes (SCP Relevant patient population not addressed in 3.0.
· (3.2) Performance Reports are generated quarterly at the population level, practice unit, and individual provider level to include who has responsibility for running and working the reports.  Explain how reports are analyzed and used in the practice to improve office and physician performance.  
· (3.3) (3.4) Performance Reports allow tracking and comparison of results at specific point in time across the population of patients are generated for 2 other chronic conditions Data contained in the Performance Report has been validated and reconciled to ensure accuracy. 
· (3.5) Trended reports are generated for chronic conditions and preventive services  at the Practice Unit, Physician and PO level on a (frequency) basis to track, compare, manage performance over time. 
· (3.6) Performance Reports allow tracking and comparison of results at specific point in time across the population of patients are generated for Pediatric Obesity. 
· (3.7) Performance Reports are generated for all current patients in the registry including well patients and include data on preventive services. 

· (3.8) Performance Reports include patient clinical information for a substantial majority of health care services received at other sites that are necessary to manage our patient population.  ex: labs, ED and UC.
· (3.9) Performance Reports include information on services provided by specialists or sub-specialists.  ex: labs, meds and test results.
· (3.10) Performance Reports that allow tracking and comparison of results at specific point in time across the population of patients are generated for Persistent Asthma. 
· (3.11) Performance Reports that allow tracking and comparison of results at specific point in time across the population of patients are generated for Coronary Artery Disease. 
· (3.12) Performance Reports that allow tracking and comparison of results at specific point in time across the population of patients are generated for Congestive Heart Failure. 
· (3.13) Performance Reports that allow tracking and comparison of results at specific point in time across the population of patients are generated for Patients with ADD/ADHD. 
· (3.14) Performance Reports contain care management activity if applicable. Reports are to evaluate engagement and success of patients and program.
· (3.15) Key clinical indicators are tracked and reported for indicators relevant to their practices (HEDIS, PQRS, and Meaningful Use).
· (3.16) Performance reports are generated to track one or more Choosing Wisely recommendations relevant to our scope of practice. Listing those recommendations.
· (3.17) Performance reports are generated for population of patients with Pediatric Autism.
· (3.18) Performance reports are generated for population of patients with Pediatric Behavioral Health Disorders.

· (3.19) Performance reports are generated for population of patients with Advance Care Planning Needs. 
· (3.20)  Performance reports are generated for population of patients who are: at-risk for future chronic conditions (per-diabetes, rising BMI’s.
